Helpful Hints 		
To Schedule: Radiology exams require a  
physician’s requisition and may also require  
prior approval from your insurance company.  
The Patient Access Department  
(775–4250) can assist you with your 
scheduling and registration needs Monday 
through Friday, 8am – 8pm. Patients are 
strongly recommended to pre-register with  
Patient Access in advance to reduce their 
wait time at the hospital. Your doctor’s  
office should obtain any necessary  
insurance authorization.

To Prepare: Some radiology exams may 
require a specific protocol or preparation. 
At the time you or your provider’s office 
schedules an appointment, Patient Access  
        will review the steps necessary to  
             prepare for your test.

CT Scan			
A Computed Tomography (CT) scan  
rotates a thin beam of x-rays around the 
body to produce images which form an 
internal map. Our 64-slice VCT can scan 
the body in simultaneous cross-sections and 
produce hundreds of high quality images 
which can be used to create 3-dimensional 
displays of hard to reach areas (such as 
with Virtual Colonoscopy). The benefits of 
this technology include helping to assure 
a more accurate diagnosis and reducing 
actual scan times. Reducing scan times 
means less exposure to radiation.

Mammography		
A yearly screening mammogram  
starting at age 40 for most  
women is part of the first  
line of defense against  
breast cancer. Our  
facility uses the most 
recent advances in  
breast imaging like  
CAD (computer- 
aided detection)  
to provide reliable  
digital results.

Bone Density (DEXA)		
Our NEW GE Lunar bone density scans 
(more commonly called DEXA scans) provide 
the most accurate measurements available 
as well as more advanced analyses (such  
as body fat composition).

Nuclear Medicine		
This branch of advanced diagnostic imaging 
uses small amounts of radioactive material 
to help visualize, diagnose and gauge the 
progression of various medical conditions. 
A special gamma camera is used to better 
understand and interpret organ function.

       PET/CT Scan		
	  Positron Emission Tomography (PET)  
	       is a unique modality used for  
	          detecting certain diseases at  
 		   the cellular level. PET/CT  
		     provides detailed images of  
		      organ function giving your  
		       doctor the most in-depth 		
		       information available for  
		        gauging the advancement  
		       of disease and the benefits  
		        of treatment. This technol- 
		        ogy is especially useful for  
		          patients with cancer.

Ultrasound		
Ultrasound uses high frequency sound 
waves to produce real-time images of 
different organs and structures of the body. 
Since ultrasound is non-invasive and does 
not require radiation, it has become an 
invaluable diagnostic tool.

MRI Scan		
Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) combines 
radio waves and a magnetic field to create 
detailed pictures of body structures. The 
MRI at Littauer produces superior images 
which help assure that your doctor gets the  
most accurate diagnostic information. Also,  
it is specially designed with a wider bore 
to increase comfort and accommodate 
patients up to 520 pounds. Breast MRI  
has become a powerful tool in the fight 
against breast cancer.

Radiology (X-RAY)		
The most common form of imaging, x-rays  
are used to detect breaks and fractures in  
the bone as well as soft tissue abnormalities. 
Most of your radiology needs are available  
at Littauer 24 hours a day.
